Offsite Dog / Puppy Adoption Events for Fosters

Offsite adoption events provide foster and shelter animals the opportunity to find their forever home in a public setting.  Shari Crum is in charge of all dog offsite events her contact email is sharisea@gmail.com   
When your foster dog / puppy is ready for adoption, you will start receiving an email at the beginning of the week prior to the event.  There are some questions and information that will make the event run smoothly.

· Please let Shari know if you will be attending at least one day prior to the event.  On occasions, we will advertise on our Facebook page and I can let store managers know if we will have puppies, older dogs, how many dogs etc…

· If possible, please email Shari a picture of your dog / pups.  Again, helps with advertising.

· Please let Shari know if you need me to bring any supplies, she is happy to do so.  

· On the day of the adoption event, all you need to do is show up at the event at the start time.  Generally speaking, store events begin at 11AM and end at 2PM.  If your dog / pups have a favorite toy, blanket or bed, please feel free to bring them along.

What happens during an adoption event?

During an adoption event, your dog / pups will wear a collar and tag (I have some with me).  Size appropriate dogs will wear an “adopt me” vest. 

· Dogs will need to be leashed.

· Young puppies will need to be in an x-pen with ground covered or an open crate for the public to view.  I can provide these types of supplies; please let me know if I need to bring them with me.

· As a foster care provider, you will be representing Front Street Animal Shelter; I will have a purple volunteer apron for you to wear during the event.

You know your foster best (
Please be prepared to answer questions about your foster dog’s personality, likes, dislikes and special needs.  I will be there to support you, and, in my absence, I will have a qualified lead volunteer available.

What is the adoption process?

No animal will be leaving the adoption event as adopted; all adoptions are finalized at the shelter.  When an interested party decides to adopt, they must fill out the one page “Meet Your Match” adoption form. Either a Front Street adoption counselor or Shari will fill out the back of the form.  The potential adopter must go to the shelter to pay for the adoption and if the animal is not already altered, will be given an appointment day & time for spay or neuter surgery.

Some friendly reminders:

· Please do not eat or drink items and leave them on the display table or store shelves.

· If you would like you’re foster to attend the event, but you are looking after family members or baby-sitting at the same time, please talk to Shari first, they may be able to have a volunteer handle your animal during the event.  

· HAVE FUN! ( The public enjoys learning about your animal and socializing with them.

Expectations:

· Treat ALL customers, fellow fosters, volunteers and animals with respect.

· As a foster care provider, representing Front Street Animal Shelter, do not speak negatively about our shelter or our animals.  If you are unsure of what to say or how to answer a question, please ask one of our offsite volunteers, we’re here to support the shelter’s mission; “to SAVE LIVES”

* If inappropriate behavior is observed, one will be removed from the event immediately and possibly from the foster program entirely.
